Produce on the shelves of most supermarkets in the United States travels an 

average of 1,300 to 2,000 miles from the farm to the store. This travel distance is also 

called food miles.

Most food that is produced and 

purchased locally is usually sold within 24 hours of leaving the farm where it is grown 

or made.    

Becoming a locavore might seem like a challenge. However, depending on where 

you live, there may be many options for buying local food. Locavores enjoy 

researching the area in which they live to find the best stores or farmerôs markets to 

buy locally grown produce, and a few communities have restaurants that serve dishes 

made only from local food.
